Ten Thoughts on Preventing
Adverse Drug Effects

We’ve all read much about adverse
drug effects—the causes, the incidence, the
prevention. We remember the brouhaha a
while back about the dangers of using over-
the-counter cold remedies for children, with
the FDA recommending that they not be
given to children under two years of age.

We also have heard about adverse
reactions in hospitalized children. Most
errors occur in the ordering stage, so pre-
vention includes improved prescription
writing, clearer orders, use of electronics,
involvement of pharmacy departments and
the like.

This is not about that. It is about a
study done in private practices on out-
patient children for whom prescriptions
were written. They found that 16% of
these children developed side effects or
allergic reactions, either preventable or
non-preventable. The study was published
in Ambulatory Pediatrics. It found that, dif-
ferent than in hospitalized children, 70% of
those mistakes were due to errors in drug
administration, mostly by parents. Some
of it was due to parental misunderstand-
ing of dosages or intervals, but a majority
occurred because parents did not notify or
delayed notifying the physician when side
effects presented or there was an allergic
reaction in the child.

This problem calls for a solution
different from the difficulties in ordering
the medication. Parents must be better
instructed and it is in the realm of the pedia-
trician (in fact, all practitioners) to do this.

The following thoughts struck me as
I wondered, “What would I do?”

Examine my office procedure for
prescribing medication, who does it, what
is told to the parent.

Be sure that a specific, well-thought-
out system is in place to assure success
in giving parents a prescription that’s
understood.
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Create a system more patient-friendly.
I would want to explain things personally
to the parent as I hand him/her the pre-
scription, rather than delegating the task
to someone else, or having a clerk do it as
the patient leaves the office.

Tell the patient what the medicine
is and what it is for, and also explain any
possible side-effects.

Be especially careful with antibiotics
(particularly penicillin or its derivatives),
inhaled steroids, cephalosporins and in-
haled bronchodilators. These were the most
frequent offenders in the children who had
reactions.

Be sure that every parent understands
timing: what “4 time a day” means or what
“once a day” means or what “after meals”
means and any other applicable directions.

Be sure every parent understands
dosages: what is really a teaspoon? a
tablespoon? Or any other indicated mea-
surements. Advise the parents to obtain
inexpensive devices from the pharmacy
that accurately measure specified doses.

Be sure parents understand possible
side effects or reactions or other reasons
to stop the medication — and when to call
me immediately. Carefully instruct parents
not to change dosages or intervals.

If T have any suspicion that the parent
does not fully understand, I would go over
the instructions again, even asking the par-
ent to repeat them back to me

At the end, I would ask that most
important question, one that almost always
brings out potential trouble: Do you have
any questions?

Attention to these instructive details
might prevent a great many of the avoid-
able errors that crop up in our out-patients.
While it may seem a redundant exercise
for the pediatrician, savings lives is our
business and primum non nocere must be
our slogan.

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Vaccine Committee Report

Second Meeting with the Assistant Secretary
of Health and Human Services

After general introductions, the meet-
ing began with a welcome to all delegates
from Howard K. Koh, MD, MPH, Assistant
Secretary of Health and Human Services.

The initial speaker was Bruce Gellin,
MD, MPH, Director, National Vaccine Pro-
gram Office, speaking on the current status
of the HIN1 vaccine. Dr. Gellin stated,
“We are not where we want to be. There has
been a lot of finger pointing for the current
delays. This has been a global problem. All
countries have had supply issues.” The del-
egates voiced their concerns regarding the
hesitancy of some patients to get a vaccina-
tion. Dr. Gellin also noted that a two-part
segment on 60 Minutes featuring safety will
be aired soon addressing these issues.

Why is this different from the 1976
vaccine? This is a novel virus not a novel
vaccine. It is not going away and is caus-
ing severe illness. There have been many
clinical trials. They are being performed by
all the top vaccine corporations including
nine NIH trials with 4000 subjects that are
nearly complete. These studies are mostly
concerned with immunogenicity; one or two
shots or is an adjuvant needed? The studies
are currently ongoing. Some information
on side effect profiles is being addressed in
these studies.

Some suggest that President Obama
should inform the public that his children
have been vaccinated, which would go a
long way to encourage the general popula-
tion to be vaccinated.

The CDC covered vaccine promo-
tion and communication. The seasonal flu
campaign has begun, although in a smaller
venue. Because of the shortage of swine flu
vaccine, the campaign has been postponed to
prevent frustration. Ethnic population round
tables have been popular in order to promote
vaccinations in those populations. Informa-
tional literature concerning flu is available.

Vaccine safety communications have
been out since approval of vaccine. Lower
literacy information has been promoted.
News briefs have been propagated at the
end of October 2009 with the focus being
on immunization of pregnant patients and
children. Multiple resources can be found on
the CDC website. The AAP wishes to place
advertisements supporting flu immunization
in USA Today. Funds have been requested
through the Department of Health & Human
Services.

The CDC has considered the use

of Twitter and blogs to better inform the
younger population.

Angela Shen from the Centers for
Medicare & Medicaid commented on
reimbursements. Providers should be able
to bill insurers at possibly more than the
current Medicare rates. Providers can-
not charge more than Medicare currently
charges patients who pay out of pocket.
This is to prevent gouging. There is an
inequity between Medicare and Medicaid
billing procedures. The federal government
is encouraging states to cover the adminis-
tration fees. Medicare & Medicaid billing
information may be found on their web site
at http://www.cms.hhs.gov/. On a separate
note, the HIN1 modifiers differ from the
regular flu modifiers.

Questions were asked regarding the
current supply and distribution problems for
the HINT vaccine. The government totally
disregarded questions about the possibility
of problems with distribution of the HIN1
vaccine. They continually responded that
the supply was inadequate and the demand
was high.
